INCLUDED).

Next, attach remaining 2 Brackets to the back of  the piece using Short Screws so they align with Brackets

installed on the wall. Loop Straps through Brackets (A) on the furniture piece, then through Brackets on

the wall and tighten until snug. Installation is now complete.

IMPORTANT: Check that the Wall Brackets are firmly screwed into the wall and the Cable Ties are snug.
